2012 Cub Pack 113 Pinewood Derby
The 2012 Cub Pack 113 PINEWOOD DERBY is scheduled to be held on Saturday, January 21st 10:00 am at The Hollywood Ave Fire station
Weigh-in and inspection for Wolf thru Webelos cars will begin at about 10:00 am  and end at 11:15 am.  A drill and a few tools will be available at the weigh-in for last minute modifications.  Additional weights must be supplied by the contestants. Contestants may arrive early, weigh their cars and leave them at the weigh-in station and return in time for their race.  
The Tiger Cub race will begin at 11:00 am 
The Wolf thru Webelos race will begin promptly at 11:30 PM
The Outlaw Race will begin following the Wolf thru Webelos races.
Please note that Tiger Cub cars must be weighed at the Tiger meeting PRIOR to the Derby . Tiger cars will be impounded at this meeting and brought to the race on January 21st. Any other Cub Scout wishing to do a weight check on their car may do so at this meeting. (Note: If you don’t have a scale, the Post Office is a good place to weigh/check your car.)
RULES and RESTRICTIONS
Only registered Cub Scouts may participate in the Pinewood Derby races.
All cars will undergo an inspection at the weigh-in.  If any violations are found a racer will be given an opportunity to bring their car up to specifications within the 45 minute weigh-in time.  
The basic rules and instructions can be found in each Pinewood Derby Car Kit.  Use only the wheels and axle nails supplied in the box OR wheels purchases at council store.  All axle nails must be inserted into the slots provided.  You cannot nail axles into the side of the wood block.  No aftermarket wheels, cut wheels (wheel widths must remain as supplied), or axles are allowed. No wheel bearings or washers are allowed.  No movable weights within the car, i.e. no liquids or marbles.  No pre-cut car body.
The weight of a car cannot exceed 5 ounces (141.75 grams).  The maximum height of the car must not exceed 2 1/2” as measured from the bottom of the wheels to the uppermost point on the car.  Any weights attached to the bottom of a car must not protrude below the body of the car because this will cause the car to drag on the track.  All cars will be given a number upon being impounded.  Remember your number.
Only registered Cub Scouts and their Den Chiefs may participate in the Outlaw Race. This race is ONLY for cars that have been raced the previous year. (If you are a new scout or a Tiger, you can not participate in the Outlaw race) NOTE: You can not race a car that has previously won an Outlaw race.
Note: There is a “gate” and the cars need to be able to clear this, so don’t make the car any higher than 3 inches from bottom of wheels to the top of the car.

SCORING
The Pinewood Derby Classic is run as double-elimination (per race, Tigers, Outlaws, Wolf thru Webelos).  The scoreboard is divided into two areas: winners on the right, and losers on the left.  Winners continue to compete against each other in the right side.  
Cars that lose a race are brought over to the left side where they compete against other losers.  Eventually, the winners on the right side narrow down to just two cars, while the losers on the left narrow down to just one. 
The last two winners race and the loser must race the final car on the left side.  The winner of this race must then race the winner on the right (who has never lost a race.) They race. If the car that has never lost wins, the Derby is over.  However, if the car that has never lost loses, these last two cars must race one more time (since all losers must lose twice), and at this time the WINNER is determined.
AWARDS
Trophies will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place finishers for both the Tigers and Wolf thru Webelos Race.  One first place trophy will be awarded for the Outlaw race. 
The 1st place winner from last year must surrender the trophy no later than the time of the weigh-in on race day.

Award categories are TBD
The top three cars per rank for Wolf, Bear, Webelos 4 and Webelos 5 will be identified AFTER the race (not that day), and recognized along with the top 3 Tigers, at the next pack meeting.  These 12 cars are eligible to represent Pack 113 at the district races.
